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And Then They Came for Me: Remembering the
World of Anne Frank is a unique theatrical experience
— a multimedia play combining video interviews
with Holocaust survivors Ed Silverberg and Eva
Schloss with live actors recreating scenes from their
lives during World War I1.

Ed was Anne Frank's first boyfriend, and she
wrote about him in the beginning of her now-
famous diary. Eva was the same age as Anne Frank
and lived in the same apartment building in
Amsterdam. The Schlosses and Franks went into
hiding the same day, and both were betrayed. On
Eva's 15th birthday, her family was arrested and
sent to concentration camps. Eva and her mother
survived, and her mother later married Otto Frank
(Anne's father).
