Audition Requirements

Song: Select/learn 16 BARS from a song of your own choice from any musical except No, No,
Nanette. This song should display the singer’s vocal ability and range.

Important Song Notes:
e We will ONLY listen to you sing 16 bars of music
e All students will sing alone for the directors only
e Make sure to select the 16 bars of your song that best demonstrates your vocal
ability
e You must have sheet music (in your key) available for our accompanist
e You may bring your own pianist if you wish

short nursery rhyme (i.e. Jack & Jill), create a character and perform it.
